This
year is the 55th Anniversary of our school since it was
founded in 1954. To mark the occasion, we are highly
privileged to have Dr. Arthur HINTON, our beloved
and respectable second Principal, to grace us with his
presence as our Guest of Honour.

Dr. HINTON's contribution to Queen Elizabeth School
and local education has been significant. It is indeed an
exceptional privilege for me to present to you his eminent
record of achievements.

Dr. HINTON's life-long commitment to education began
shortly after the Second World War as a History teacher
in Malaya.

It is indeed a great pleasure and
privilege for me to be here today,
55 years after | spoke as Senior
Master at the very first assembly of
QES, and | am very grateful to Mr.
Tong for inviting me.

For you students 55 years seem
a very long time but for me those
years have passed quickly and it
does not seem so long since | was
enjoying teaching in this school. In
those years the world has changed
tremendously and, among those
changes, are the development of
additional educational aids of which
computers are but one example.
For you computers are normal,
for me they are still a miracle.
But, although teachers now have
these new aids to assist their
teaching, the fundamental aims of
education, of what teachers are
trying to do, have not changed. If
you were asked what teachers do,
you would probably answer that
they are giving you knowledge
about various subjects, Chinese
and English, Maths and Science,
History and Geography, Art and
Music, and encouraging you to
think. You are right in that; that is
an extremely important part of our
work and the most publicized. Our
ways of teaching vary because
we are not only teaching different
subjects but also we have different
personalities and different strengths

and weaknesses, but we all do
our best. Of course each one of
you has one or two subjects that
you do not like as much as others
and there are some things such
as homework and examinations
that you do not enjoy, and |
must admit that even
the most dedicated
teachers do not enjoy
the hours spent in
correcting your work.
However, despite
such drawbacks,
we hope that our
teaching will give you
not only knowledge
but also a lasting
interest in study and learning
for that is extremely important.
Owing to the speed of change and
development nowadays, you will
almost certainly need to acquire
new knowledge and learn new skills
and techniques during your working
lives.

Yet there are other aspects of
education also that are of great
importance. If you are to be useful
and caring members of society,
as we hope you will be, then you
need more than academic or
practical knowledge. You need also
certain qualities of character and
behaviour and it is an important
part of our work as teachers to
encourage those qualities, to give
you opportunities to develop them.
Let me just mention one or two of
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those qualities, though there are
many others.

You need to be able to cooperate
with others and we try to foster
cooperation in the classroom and
in your extra-curricular activities,
in your sports, in your choir and
orchestra, in the Drama Club, in
the Debating Society and so on.
Cooperation involves the ability to
get on well with other people, to
be tolerant and to try to overcome
differences with the minimum of
friction, and so it is essential in both
your working and your social life.

You need to have a sense of
responsibility. Some of you will
exercise that as monitors or
prefects or house officials or camp
wardens but many more of you
will experience it as leaders or




members of the many clubs,
societies and games which form
part of the life of this school. A
sense of responsibility is coupled
with reliability for, if you are given a
task or volunteer to do something,
then we have to rely on you to carry
it out as well as you can.

We want also to encourage a
sense of community. You have all
grown up in a family community
that guides you and of which you
are an important part. Now you
belong also to the wider community
of the school and you can gain
much from your association with
fellow members and can yourselves
contribute to it by your behaviour
and activities. This school
community is a step towards your
becoming an active member of the
wider community of Hong Kong,
China and the world, realizing that
you have a part to play, however
small, in the well-being of others,
by working conscientiously and by
doing whatever you can in such
matters as supporting efforts to
improve the environment, to help
those who are handicapped, to
raise the standard of life of the
poorest and most disadvantaged
in the community.

Mr. Tong, Teachers, Students and
other Ladies and Gentlemen,

It is indeed a great pleasure and
privilege for me to be here today,
55 years after | spoke as Senior
Master at the very first assembly of
QES, and | am very grateful to Mr.
Tong for inviting me.

For you students 55 years seem
a very long time but for me those
years have passed quickly and it
does not seem so long since | was
enjoying teaching in this school. In
those years the world has changed
tremendously and, among those
changes, are the development of
additional educational aids of which
computers are but one example.
For you computers are normal,
for me they are still a miracle.
But, although teachers now have
these new aids to assist their
teaching, the fundamental aims of
education, of what teachers are
trying to do, have not changed. If
you were asked what teachers do,
you would probably answer that
they are giving you knowledge
about various subjects, Chinese
and English, Maths and Science,
History and Geography, Art and
Music, and encouraging you to
think. You are right in that; that is
an extremely important part of our
work and the most publicized. Our
ways of teaching vary because

we are not only teaching different
subjects but also we have different
personalities and different strengths

and weaknesses, but we all do
our best. Of course each one of
you has one or two subjects that
you do not like as much as others
and there are some things such
as homework and examinations
that you do not enjoy, and |
must admit that even
the most dedicated
teachers do not enjoy
the hours spent in
correcting your work.
However, despite
such drawbacks,
we hope that our
teaching will give you
not only knowledge
but also a lasting
interest in study and learning
for that is extremely important.
Owing to the speed of change and
development nowadays, you will
almost certainly need to acquire
new knowledge and learn new skills
and techniques during your working
lives.

Yet there are other aspects of
education also that are of great
importance. If you are to be useful
and caring members of society,
as we hope you will be, then you
need more than academic or
practical knowledge. You need also
certain qualities of character and
behaviour and it is an important
part of our work as teachers to
encourage those qualities, to give

you opportunities to develop them.
Let me just mention one or two of

those qualities, though there are
many others.

You need to be able to cooperate
with others and we try to foster
cooperation in the classroom and
in your extra-curricular activities,
in your sports, in your choir and
orchestra, in the Drama Club, in
the Debating Society and so on.
Cooperation involves the ability to
get on well with other people, to
be tolerant and to try to overcome
differences with the minimum of
friction, and so it is essential in both
your working and your social life.

You need to have a sense of
responsibility. Some of you will
exercise that as monitors or
prefects or house officials or camp
wardens but many more of you
will experience it as leaders or

members of the many clubs,
societies and games which form
part of the life of this school. A
sense of responsibility is coupled
with reliability for, if you are given a
task or volunteer to do something,
then we have to rely on you to carry
it out as well as you can.

We want also to encourage a
sense of community. You have all
grown up in a family community
that guides you and of which you
are an important part. Now you
belong also to the wider community
of the school and you can gain
much from your association with
fellow members and can yourselves
contribute to it by your behaviour
and activities. This school
community is a step towards your
becoming an active member of the
wider community of Hong Kong,
China and the world, realizing that
you have a part to play, however
small, in the well-being of others,
by working conscientiously and by
doing whatever you can in such
matters as supporting efforts to
improve the environment, to help
those who are handicapped, to
raise the standard of life of the
poorest and most disadvantaged
In the community. Several of
you are already showing a
commendable concern about such
problems through the Community
Youth Club, the Environmental
Education Committee, the Youth

Red Cross and several others of
your impressive list of clubs, and |

hope you
will continue such
work, perhaps through
individual contacts or through
giving whatever support you can to
relevant organizations.

| have read some of Roald Dahl's children’s
novels, like Charlie and the Chocolate
Factory, and the Witches. All of them are
pleasurable and significant, and Fantastic Mr
Fox, which was published by the Penguin
Group, is indeed no exception.

Fantastic Mr Fox appears to be a fairy tale,
in which animals are granted the ability to
talk and think like humans. The protagonist
of the story is Mr Fox. Every day, he stole
food for his family from three farmers
namely Boggis, Bean and Bunce, who kept
chickens and ducks, geese and turkeys and
grew apples respectively; they were quite
surely the meanest men in the world. They
tried to catch and kill Mr Fox by different
means. However, with his intelligence, Mr
Fox combated the farmers’ plots and raids
successfully every time. Telling the story,
Dahl was also characterising human nature.

Boggis, Bunce and Bean were petty and
selfish. They never wanted anything of theirs
to be given to Mr Fox so they tried to kill him.
Failing to shoot Mr. Fox and dig him out, the
cruel farmers intensified theirs acts against
the foxes. They used the mechanical
shovels of caterpillar tractors to scoop the

~ foxes out. It was bloodthirsty of them to
use powerful machines to fight against
helpless animals. However, the more

- desperate the situation was, the more

3%

strenuously the foxes resisted. They won again. At last,
the farmers camped on the hill day and night, watching the
hole where the foxes lived continuously. They also ordered
all their workers to surround the hill with guns, not leaving
a chance for Mr Fox to escape. Even Bean's wife, Mrs
Bean, said she would be glad when Mr Fox was killed and
strung up on the front porch. The humans in the story were
sinister people with viciousness in their minds. They were
too selfish to give the poor a hand. Instead, they harm the
miserable people in order to get rid of them. That's how
some people in the world behave.

But there are no absolute rights and wrongs in reality.
Sometimes, things can be neutral. Mr Fox was a crafty and
odious thief who stole from humans and there is no doubt




about this. But readers sympathise with him. His role was
controversial. However, he robbed only to keep his family
and himself alive. He was just like a poor and wretched
man who is compelled to steal to survive. Such thieves are
not wicked but pitiful.

Moreover, Mr Fox was not without his virtues: he was
responsible for his family. He was a caring husband and
father. Every evening, he asked his wife “Well, my darling,
what shall it be this time?” before he left for food. He
shouldered the responsibility of taking care of his family
gladly.

Observing the Fox's family, | appreciated the value of
family love. When the foxes were starving as workers
surrounded the hill, Mr Fox raised the idea of more digging.
Although the small foxes had starved for three days, they
readily agreed, even in such a hopeless situation. The
power of family love is awesome. Besides, Mrs Fox praised
her husband before her children since he was the first one
to think of digging to escape the farmers’ shovels. Mr Fox
looked at his wife and smiled. Dahl's words expressed
what a delightful family is like.

In the book, Mr Fox's cleverness is most commendable.
As he slid out of Boggis' chicken house, he pulled the
floorboards that he had pushed up when he entered back
into place, so that no one could know they had ever been
moved. This move shows his smartness and carefulness.
When he broke into Bean's cider cellar, he made sure
that the cement between the bricks was old and crumbly
before loosening them. He did everything so punctiliously.
Cleverness and carefulness are essential in daily life
because they can usually smooth our progress through
life. The book is also educational in this respect because
| think Dahl was using Mr. Fox's acts to arouse children’s
attention to the importance of being careful and smart in
order to avoid mistakes.

Mr Fox was also generous. Having devised the method
of obtaining food by digging a tunnel to the farmers’
farmhouses, the Fox's family was able to have a feast. Mr
Fox invited everyone to the feast — the Badger, the Mole,
the Rabbit, the Weasel and all their families. The spirit and
